Dear Mayor Oberndorf,

In view of mounting vehicular and pedestrian safety concerns for our community, Reference (a) petitioned you and City Council members for the proposed installation of a traffic signal light and pedestrian crosswalk at the intersection of Shore Drive and Kendall Street.

In reply, Reference (b), you stated that the city’s Traffic Engineering staff would undertake an updated study of this intersection and that it should be completed in three to four months with the results to be shared with us. 

The purpose of this letter is to inquire as to the status of this study and when we might anticipate its results. Should it be found that a signal per se is unwarranted based on the federal guidelines and standards, to our regret, then there must be other improvements warranted and implemented to extend our severely limited corner sight distances and to negate other hazardous factors analyzed and summarized in reference (a). Simply stated, 

our exiting motorists cannot gain view of oncoming Shore Dr. vehicles at adequate range.
